Peter Shalit, MD is an Internal Medicine physician in private practice in
Seattle, Washington. Dr. Shalit was born and raised in the greater New
York/New Jersey area. He moved to Seattle in the late 1970s and
graduated from the University of Washington Medical School in 1985.
His involvement in HIV care started in the early 1980s while still in
medical school. Dr. Shalit has been in full time medical practice since
11990 and takes care of a large number of people living with HIV among
a diverse group of adults of all ages, gender identities and sexual orientations. He
is Board Certified by the American College of Physicians and the American Academy
of HIV Medicine. Dr. Shalit holds a Clinical Faculty position as Clinical Associate
Professor of Medicine at the University of Washington. Since 1995 he has directed
the HIV Research Program at Swedish Medical Center in Seattle, and has
collaborated in numerous clinical trials of HIV treatments. He lectures frequently to
students, other providers, and community groups on various aspects of HIV as well
as health care of sexual and gender minorities.
